4I1L Platform Regulations

General:

1. The 4IL website (www.4IL.org.il) (hereinafter, “the Website”) was established by
the Ministry of Strategic Affairs (hereinafter “the Ministry”) in order to create a
content hub for the struggle against the anti-Israel de-legitimization and boycott
movement. The website’s target audiences are international advocacy
organizations and pro-Israel activists who wish to promote the positive online
image of the State of Israel. As such, the objective of the website is to gather all
relevant items that can help the struggle of ideas against the de-legitimization

and boycott phenomenon.

2. The pro-Israeli advocacy network is continuously creating many materials in its

efforts against the de-legitimization and boycott movement.

3. The Ministry enables other parties who have an interest in this struggle to add
content to the website, in order to enrich the website with information and
provide it to interested audiences, in accordance with the hereinafter detailed

mechanism.

A content item must be one of the following: a film, cartoon, article, research,

survey, etc.

Suggestion of Content Items:

4. Anyone who is interested in adding a content item to the website (hereinafter,
“the applicant”), will send a request via a designated email address, a message
on the formal Facebook page of 4IL, or a written request to the professional
personnel in the Ministry of Strategic Affairs, along with the attached content and

a short cover letter explaining why it should be included on the website.
5. By sending the request, the applicant declares as follows:

a. The applicant accepts the instructions of this regulation.
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b. The applicant holds the rights to the provided content or any part of it,
including any musical, literary, artistic or dramatic work included, or an
approval from the owners of the copyright to include the work in the

content item.

c. The applicant is not violating any law, including the infringement of
intellectual property rights or privacy rules regarding uploading the content

item to the website.

d. All participants in the content item have approved their participation

according to any law.

e. The applicant agrees that the content item will be used in accordance to
paragraph 9, and that the Ministry is entitled to make changes in the content

according to paragraph 8.

The Process of Choosing the Content Items

6. The proposals will be examined by a content committee of the Ministry of

Strategic Affairs, which will include 3 representatives.

7. The content committee will examine the suggested content items according to

the following criteria:

a. The content suits the goals of the efforts against the boycott and de-
legitimization movement, false propaganda against Israel, and/or the
incitement against the State of Israel. Examples of suitable subjects: the real
face of the BDS organizations, coexistence in Israel, financial cooperation,
double standards toward Israel in international organizations, incitement

against [srael, Israel’s contribution to the world, etc.
b. The professional standard of the content matches the Ministry's standards.

c. The content does not contain any illegal, sexual, provocative, inappropriate,

abusive, offensive, racist or any other inappropriate content.
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8. Notice will be provided to the applicant whose content was not approved by the

content committee.

9. Content that will be chosen by the content committee will be uploaded to the

website. The Ministry may edit the content (translate it, shorten it, etc.).

10. By uploading the content to the website, the Ministry is making it accessible to,
and enabling its usage by, any person or entity wishing to use it, including the
Ministry of Strategic Affairs, in any manner, whether by using it in campaign
events, or promoting it on social media - while giving credit to the creator of the

content.

In addition, the applicant agrees that anyone is entitled to use the content items

upon his or her discretion, including its publication, excluding commercial use.

In any publication or representation, the name of the content’s creator will be

mentioned, unless the creator has requested otherwise.

11. The content committee may decide to promote the approved content on social

media, according to the following considerations:

a. Geographical location: The Ministry will consider whether to promote media

content in countries where there is a lack of pro-Israel materials.

b. The topic of the media content: The Ministry will consider whether to

promote media items in topics lacking pro-Israel content.

¢. Timing: The Ministry will consider whether to promote content according to

current events.

d. Empowerment of small initiatives: Empowering new media initiatives with a

significant potential for exposure among wide and relevant audiences.

e. Network connection: The Ministry will consider whether to promote content
items that were provided by several pro-Israeli organizations, in order to

encourage joint activity.
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General Terms and Conditions:

12. The Ministry may remove a content item from the website upon its discretion, if
it is found to not match the conditions of this regulation. A notice with an

explanation will be provided to the applicant.

13. The applicant must ensure that the content or its broadcasting does not
constitute infringement of copyrights or any other right of third parties, and that
the content is an original creation, and all rights on the content, or any part of it,
are fully reserved to the applicant. The Ministry bears no responsibility for any
claim regarding the infringement of copyrights or any other rights to the content
provided. The Ministry will immediately remove any content against which there

is a copyright claim.

14. The Ministry is not responsible for any direct or indirect damage regarding the

publication of the content or any issue related to or derived from it.
